 March is  Dedicated to St Joseph

Sleeping St. Joseph is a modern Catholic 
devotion centred on the image of 
St.  Joseph asleep, symbolizing his peaceful 
surrender to God’s will and his role as a 
protector and intercessor. The devotion is 

rooted in the Gospels, where St. Joseph received divine guidance through dreams
—an angel told him to marry Mary despite her pregnancy (Matthew 1:20), to 
flee to Egypt to protect Jesus from King Herod (Matthew 2:13), to return to Israel 
(Matthew 2:19), and to settle in Galilee (Matthew 2:22).  These dreams highlight 
Joseph’s faithfulness and obedience, even in uncertainty.

Father Matthew will bless all Easter

Sunday after the mass 

Traditional Easter Baskets are deeply rooted in Christian and Eastern 
European customs, symbolizing the end of Lent and the celebration of Christ’s 
Resurrection.  Originating in the 12th–14th centuries, the practice involves 
families preparing baskets filled with foods traditionally avoided during Lent—
such as meat, dairy, eggs, and butter—then bringing them to church on Holy 
Saturday to be blessed by a priest.  This ritual, especially prominent in Polish 
and Eastern Orthodox traditions, marks the joyous breaking of the fast and the 
beginning of Easter celebrations.
