Why go to Eucharistic Adoration

 Eucharistic adoration offers a precious opportunity to 
spend personal, unhurried time with Jesus in the 
Blessed Sacrament, deepening intimacy with Christ 
simply by being present to Him.. 

 You don’t have to do anything specific during 
adoration; you can sit with Jesus, pray aloud if moved to 
(if you are alone with the Lord), or rest in His presence, 
embracing silence and abandonment to His love. 

 Adoration invites you to bring your sins, sufferings, and needs before 
Jesus, asking Him for mercy and healing in whatever areas of your life 
feel tangled or burdensome. 

 Gratitude in adoration — naming specific people and blessings — helps 
orient the heart toward thankfulness and transforms ordinary life into a 
place of encounter with God. 

 Reading Sacred Scripture, praying the rosary, and seeking the Blessed 
Mother’s help during adoration can foster greater receptivity to what 
Jesus wants to speak into your heart. 

 Saints like Saint Teresa of Calcutta and Saint Maria Faustina Kowalska 
teach that time spent before the Eucharist deepens union with Jesus, 
nurtures mercy, and prepares the soul for everlasting peace. 

 Saint Maria Faustyna Kowalska: “O Christ, let my greatest delight be 
to see You loved and Your praise and glory proclaimed, especially the 
honor of Your mercy. O Christ, let me glorify Your goodness and mercy 
to the last moment of my life, with every drop of my blood and every 
beat of my heart. Would that I be transformed into a hymn of 

adoration of You. When I find myself on my deathbed, may the last beat of my 
heart be a loving hymn glorifying Your unfathomable mercy. Amen.”
