Sundays & Holy days of Obligation 

As we get ready to take Summer Holidays and plan our travel, it is important to 
remember our Holy days of Obligation and make arrangements.  Please read the 
following:

On Sundays and other Holy days of obligation, 
the faithful are obliged to participate in the 
Holy Sacrifice of the mass.  However, your 
pastor has the right to either 'commute' or 
'dispense' your Sunday Obligation if you are 
unable to attend Holy Mass on a particular 
Sunday. It must be the pastor of the parish you 

are registered at / regularly attending as he has spiritual authority over you. In 
the case of commuting the obligation the pastor will usually ask if you are able 
to attend a weekday Mass in lieu of the Sunday Mass. If you are able then he 
will commute the obligation to that Mass. If you are unable he can dispense of 
your obligation for that weekend.
